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Modernity's notions, focused on enhancing human sovereignty over non-humain beings, consider nature as
merely raw material for this humain domination. In contrast to this anthropocentiric humanism, new
approaches to the problem of human-nature relations should be based on a deeper ontological point of view.
Some historical surveys on the theories of the modern anthropocentrism should be confronted with radical
critical theories : Foucault, Derrida or Agamben etc.
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To understand historical and cultural dimensions of nature and to know the modern history of ontological
problems.
To deepen understanding on the technology as an interface of humain being and environment.
